1. Fort Lauderdale Police Report, Officer Mocarski

Bob Mocarski is back on the force after spending two years in retirement. His shift is from 2pm-12am. Officer Mocarski stated he has seen less prostitution on US 1 than he did two years ago. This past month, crime in the neighborhood included two armed robberies, larceny in the Rio Vista Shopping center, vehicle burglary and business burglary. Discussion about the recent additions of  Social service Residential Facilities (SSRF) was focused on how many of these facilities were permitted by law in one community. Major Russ Hastein explained that since a complaint was launched by the Department of Justice and a lawsuit settled in Boca Raton, it is near impossible for officers to inspect these properties without undergoing an undercover investigation. Officer Mocarski confirmed that it is legal for residents to use camcorders on their own property.

2. Neighborhood Capital Improvement Program – DJ Parker / Mark Taylor 
Mark and DJ met with Jeri Pryor, Neighborhood Services Program Coordinator regarding PPPCA’s application for the 2008 Neighborhood Capital Improvement Program. PPCA is eligible for a matching Community Block Development Grant qualifying the association to apply for a project whose total cost can be up to $42,000.  This year’s grant objective is to install an irrigation system and landscape the medians on SE 20th and SE 21st Streets between Andrews Ave and US 1.
