
BY-LAWS OF THE POINCIANA PARK CIVIC ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE I     ESTABLISHMENT OF THE ASSOCIATION

   SECTION I

   THE NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE CALLED “POINCIANA PARK CIVIC ASSOCIATION” 

   HEREIN REFERRED TO AS THE “ASSOCIATION.”

   SECTION II
   THE AREA TO BE INCLUDED IN THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE WITHIN THE FOLLOWING

   BOUNDARIES:

      BOUNDED ON THE NORTH BY THE SOUTH SIDE OF DAVIE BOULEVARD*

      BOUNDED ON THE SOUTH BY THE NORTH SIDE OF 33RD STREET

      BOUNDED ON THE WEST BY THE F.E.C. RAILROAD TRACKS

      BOUNDED ON THE EAST BY THE WEST SIDE OF FEDERAL HIGHWAY

ARTICLE II     PURPOSE AND STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES

   THE PURPOSE OF THIS ASSOCIATION SHALL BE TO FACILITATE AND PROMOTE COORDINATED

   COMMUNITY ACTION IN ORDER TO SUPPORT AND ENHANCE COMMUNITY AWARENESS,

   COMMUNICATION, AND THE QUALITY OF LIFE.  TO PROMOTE AND PROTECT THE INTERESTS OF

   THE RESIDENTS AND MEMBERS OF THIS ASSOCIATION.  TO PROMOTE FRIENDSHIP AND

   NEIGHBORHOOD AWARENESS.  FURTHER, TO NEGOTIATE AND TO ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS IN

   ORDER TO CARRY OUT ANY OF THE PURPOSES OR THE OBJECTIVES OF THIS ASSOCIATION. 

ARTICLE III     MEMBERSHIP AND MEETINGS

   SECTION 1
   THE FULL AND ULTIMATE RESPONSIBILITY AND AUTHORITY FOR THE DIRECTION OF THIS

   ASSOCIATION SHALL BE VESTED IN THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP.  EVERY MEMBER IN GOOD

   STANDING, WHO HAS ATTAINED THE LEGAL VOTING AGE, SHALL BE ENTITLED TO VOTE AND

   PARTICIPATE IN THE GENERAL MEETINGS.

   SECTION 2
   A MEMBER IN GOOD STANDING SHALL BE DEFINED AS ANY RESIDENT AND/OR PROPERTY OWNER OF

   THE ASSOCIATION AREA WHO HAS PAID THEIR DUES AS SET FORTH IN THESE BYLAWS.

   SECTION 3
   THE ANNUAL FEE OF $10.00* IS DUE UPON JOINING AND COVERS THE PERIOD OF JANUARY TO

   DECEMBER.  THE MEMBERSHIP YEAR IS THE SAME AS THE CALENDAR YEAR.  DUES SHALL NOT

   BE PRO-RATED FOR ANY TIME FRAME LESS THAN THE CALENDAR YEAR.

   SECTION 4
   THE FULL AMOUNT OF THE DUES MUST BE PAID ACCORDING TO THE TERMS OF ARTICLE 3,

   SECTION 3 IN ORDER FOR A PERSON TO BE A “ MEMBER IN GOOD STANDING.”

   SECTION 5
   ANY MEMBER AND/OR OFFICER WHO PROVES HIMSELF/HERSELF TO BE ACTIVELY DETRIMENTAL TO

   THE RULES, GOALS AND/OR OBJECTIVES OF THIS ASSOCIATION CAN BE EXPELLED BY A TWO-THIRDS

  VOTE OF THE MEMBERSHIP PRESENT AND VOTING AT A GENERAL MEETING.  SAID MEMBER SHALL BE

  GIVEN THE OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK IN HIS/HER OWN DEFENSE PRIOR TO ANY VOTE.

   SECTION 6
   GENERAL MEETINGS SHALL TAKE PLACE ON THE SECOND MONDAY OF EACH MONTH AT A TIME AND

   PLACE AGREED UPON BY THE ASSOCIATION MEMBERSHIP.  ONE WEEK’S ADVANCE NOTICE, OR

   MORE, SHALL BE REQUIRED IF A CHANGE IS REQUIRED.

   SECTION 7
   IN ORDER TO CONDUCT BUSINESS AT ANY GENERAL MEETING A QUORUM SHALL* BE PRESENT.

   A QUORUM SHALL BE DEFINED AS TEN* (10) MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING.

   SECTION 8
   BUSINESS MEMBERSHIP SHALL BE GRANTED TO THOSE BUSINESSES LOCATED WITHIN THE

   ASSOCIATION’S BOUNDARIES.  EACH BUSINESS SHALL BE ENTITLED TO ONE VOTE.  A

   REPRESENTATIVE MUST BE DESIGNATED TO AVOID DUPLICATE VOTING.  THE EXECUTIVE

   COMMITTEE (ATTENTION TO TREASURER) MUST BE NOTIFIED IN WRITING BY THE OWNER OF THE

   BUSINESS AS TO THE NAME OF THE VOTING REPRESENTATIVE.  THE BUSINESS MEMBERSHIP DUES

   SHALL BE $25.00* FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR.

ARTICLE IV     OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

   SECTION 1
   THE OFFICERS OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:  A PRESIDENT, A VICE-

   PRESIDENT, A TREASURER, A SECRETARY, AND THREE (3) DIRECTORS-AT-LARGE.  THESE SEVEN

   ELECTED OFFICERS SHALL CONSTITUTE THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.  A QUORUM OF FIVE MEMBERS

   OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE SHALL BE REQUIRED TO CONDUCT BUSINESS.  ONLY “MEMBERS IN

   GOOD STANDING” ARE ELIGIBLE TO RUN AND BE ELECTED TO ANY OFFICE.  ANY OFFICER WHO IS

   EXPELLED UNDER ARTICLE III, SECTION 5 WILL ALSO BE AUTOMATICALLY REMOVED FROM OFFICE.

   ANY OFFICER WHO MOVES OUT OF THE ASSOCIATION AREA AND WHO DOES NOT OWN ANY

   PROPERTY OR MAINTAIN A BUSINESS WITHIN THE ASSOCIATION AREA, WILL BE REQUIRED TO

   RESIGN THEIR OFFICE.  A SPECIAL ELECTION WILL BE HELD TO FILL THE VACANCY.  THE EXECUTIVE

   COMMITTEE WILL APPOINT A PERSON TO FILL THE VACANCY UNTIL THE NEXT SCHEDULED

   ELECTION.

   SECTION 2
   PRESIDENT:  THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE OF PRESIDENT SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO,

   THE FOLLOWING:  TO PRESIDE OVER ALL GENERAL MEETINGS, SPECIAL MEETINGS, EXECUTIVE

   COMMITTEE MEETINGS, AND REPRESENT THE ASSOCIATION AT PUBLIC OCCASIONS.  THE

   PRESIDENT SHALL ATTEND THE MEETINGS OF  “THE COUNCIL OF FT. LAUDERDALE CIVIC

   ASSOCIATIONS” AND GIVE REPORTS OF SAID MEETINGS TO THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.  THE

   PRESIDENT SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO ESTABLISH GENERAL MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEES AND

   MAKE APPOINTMENTS FROM THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP DEEMED NECESSARY FOR THE EFFECTIVE

   CONDUCT OF THE ASSOCIATION’S BUSINESS.

   SECTION 3
   VICE PRESIDENT:  THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE OF VICE PRESIDENT SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT

   LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING:  TO ASSIST THE PRESIDENT AS MAY BE REQUIRED AND TO PRESIDE

   OVER ANY MEETING IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PRESIDENT.

   SECTION 4
   TREASURER:  THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE OF THE TREASURER SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT

   LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING:  HAVE THE CUSTODY, CARE AND RESPONSIBILITY FOR MONIES,

   SECURITIES, AND FUNDS OF THE ASSOCIATION.  THE TREASURER SHALL DEPOSIT SUCH FUNDS IN

   THE NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION IN SUCH BANK, TRUST COMPANY, SAFE DEPOSIT BOX, OR

   FINANCIAL INSTITUTION DESIGNATED BY THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.  THE TREASURER

   SHALL ENDORSE AND PREPARE, IN THE NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION, ANY FUNDS PAID,

   TRANSMITTED OR DISBURSED TO THE ASSOCIATION AND DEPOSIT SUCH FUNDS IN THE PROPER

   PLACE.  THE TREASURER SHALL PREPARE NEGOTIABLE DRAFTS FOR PAYMENT UNDER THE

   DIRECTION OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.  THE TREASURER SHALL EXHIBIT THE BOOKS AND

   ACCOUNTS TO ANY MEMBER OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OR ANY MEMBER IN GOOD

   STANDING OF THE ASSOCIATION.  SUCH REQUEST MUST BE MADE DURING REASONABLE  HOURS.

   THE TREASURER SHALL RENDER A STATEMENT OF CONDITION OF THE FINANCES OF THE

   ASSOCIATION AT THE GENERAL AND EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETINGS.  THE TREASURER SHALL

   MAKE A COMPLETE FINANCIAL REPORT, SUBJECT TO AUDIT, AT THE ANNUAL MEETING.  THE

   TREASURER SHALL KEEP CORRECT BOOKS OF ACCOUNT.  THE TREASURER SHALL BE ONE OF THE

   CO-SIGNERS ON ALL NEGOTIABLE DRAFTS PREPARED FOR PAYMENT IN THE NAME OF THE

   ASSOCIATION AND FOR THE ASSOCIATION.

   SECTION 5

   SECRETARY:  THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE OF SECRETARY SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO,

   THE FOLLOWING: TO KEEP THE MINUTES OF THE GENERAL MEETINGS AND THE EXECUTIVE

   COMMITTEE MEETINGS, BE THE CUSTODIAN OF THE RECORDS AND PREPARE AND TRANSMIT

   NOTICES TO THE ASSOCIATION.  THE SECRETARY SHALL PRESENT ANY AND ALL COMMUNICATIONS

   ADDRESSED TO THE ASSOCIATION TO THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE FOR APPROPRIATE ACTION.  THE

   SECRETARY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ATTENDING TO ANY AND ALL CORRESPONDENCE UNDER

  THE DIRECTION OF THE PRESIDENT AND/OR EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

   SECTION 6*
   MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY*:  THE DUTIES OF THE MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY SHALL INCLUDE, BUT

   ARE NOT LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING:  TO KEEP A CURRENT MEMBERSHIP LIST OF ALL PAID

   MEMBERS AND SHARE THE DUTIES AS CUSTODIAN OF THE LIST WITH THE TREASURER AND

   SECRETARY.  THE MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY SHALL ASSIST WITH SECRETARIAL DUTIES WHEN

   DEEMED NECESSARY BY THE SECRETARY.

    *ADDITIONAL SECTION APPROVED AND INCLUDED SEPTEMBER 1998

   SECTION 7
   DIRECTORS-AT-LARGE:  THE DUTIES OF THE DIRECTORS SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO,

   THE FOLLOWING:  TO ASSIST THE OTHER OFFICERS IN CARRYING OUT THE OBJECTIVES AND

   PURPOSES OF THIS ASSOCIATION; TO CHAIR GENERAL MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEES SET UP BY THE

   PRESIDENT AND/OR THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

   SECTION 8
   THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE HAS THE DUTY TO ACT ON BEHALF OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP

   BETWEEN THE GENERAL MEETINGS.

   SECTION 9
   ANY OFFICER WHO FAILS TO ATTEND THREE CONSECUTIVE GENERAL MEETINGS, WITHOUT

   JUSTIFIABLE CAUSE, SHALL BE ASKED TO RESIGN THEIR OFFICE ON THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

   SECTION 10
   SHOULD ANY VACANCY OCCUR ON THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE FOR ANY REASON, THE

   EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE SHALL NOMINATE A REPLACEMENT FOR THE BALANCE OF THE TERM OF

   OFFICE.  THE NOMINATION MUST BE RATIFIED BY A MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS PRESENT AND

   VOTING AT THE NEXT GENERAL MEETING; ACCORDING TO ARTICLE III, SECTION 7.

   SECTION 11
   ANY AND ALL OFFICERS AND MEMBERS MUST RECEIVE A CONSENSUS OF AFFIRMATION FROM

   THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE AND BE SO DESIGNATED AS AN OFFICIAL REPRESENTATIVE OF THE

   ASSOCIATION, PRIOR TO SAYING OR HOLDING THEMSELVES OUT AS AN OFFICIAL REPRESENTATIVE

   OF THE ASSOCIATION OR USING THE OFFICIAL TITLE OF REPRESENTATIVE OR USING THE

   STATIONARY OF THE ASSOCIATION.

ARTICLE V     NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

   THE NOMINATION OF THE OFFICERS OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL TAKE PLACE AT THE SEPTEMBER*

   GENERAL MEETING.  ELECTION SHALL TAKE PLACE AT THE NOVEMBER GENERAL MEETING.

   ELECTION SHALL TAKE PLACE BY SECRET BALLOT.  A SIMPLE MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS PRESENT

   AND VOTING WILL BE REQUIRED FOR ELECTION TO ANY OFFICE (SEE ARTICLE III, SECTION 7).  THE

   TERM OF OFFICE SHALL BE FOR THE FOLLOWING CALENDAR YEAR.

ARTICLE VI     EXPENDITURES

   ALL NEGOTIABLE DRAFTS FOR PAYMENT AND/OR ANY TYPE OF DISBURSEMENT AND/OR

   PAYMENT MADE BY THE TREASURER, IN THE NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION, MUST BE APPROVED BY

   THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.  ALL CHECKS AND NEGOTIABLE DRAFTS SHALL REQUIRE TWO

   SIGNATURES:  THE FIRST BEING THE TREASURER AND THE SECOND BEING THE PRESIDENT.  ANY

   EXPENDITURE EQUAL TO OR EXCEEDING TWENTY-FIVE PERCENT (25%) OF THE TOTAL FUNDS OF THE

   ASSOCIATION MUST RECEIVE PRIOR APPROVAL OF THE MEMBERSHIP AT THE NEXT GENERAL

   MEETING.  A QUORUM MUST BE PRESENT AS DEFINED BY ARTICLE III, SECTION 7.

ARTICLE VII     ORDER OF BUSINESS AT GENERAL MEETINGS

   THE AGENDA OF THE ASSOCIATION’S MEETINGS SHALL BE DETERMINED BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD.

   THE ASSOCIATION MEMBERS MAY MAKE ANY REQUESTS TO THE EXECUTIVE BOARD ON TOPICS

   THEY WISH TO HAVE PLACED ON THE AGENDA.

ARTICLE VIII     AMENDMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS

   THESE BY-LAWS SHALL BE AMENDED BY THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURE:

A. PROPOSAL READ BY THE SECRETARY AT A GENERAL MEETING.

B. PROPOSAL PUBLISHED IN THE FOLLOWING NEWSLETTER.

C. PROPOSAL VOTED UPON AT THE NEXT GENERAL MEETING.

IN ORDER FOR THE PROPOSAL TO BECOME AN AMENDMENT IT MUST BE APPROVED BY A 

TWO-THIRDS MAJORITY VOTE OF A QUORUM AS DEFINED BY ARTICLE III, SECTION 7.

ARTICLE IX     ROBERT’S RULES OF ORDER

ROBERT’S RULES OF ORDER SHALL PREVAIL IN ANY CIRCUMSTANCE NOT COVERED BY THESE 

BY-LAWS.
